Advent Begins Next Week
On Friday 1 December we begin our Advent pro-
gramme with Mass at 9 am in St Peter’s School 
(no Mass in church). All are welcome. Next 
Sunday is the first Sunday of Advent, which is 
a season of preparation for the Lord’s coming. 
Each week in Advent the children will attach 
a picture or symbol to the Jesse Tree, starting 
with Adam and Eve (an apple); Noah (an ark 
and a dove); Abraham and Isaac (a dagger and 
a figure of Abraham). The gospels describe the 
last judgment – the second coming – and tell us 
of the preaching of John the Baptist  to ‘prepare 
the way of the Lord.’
